Watercolour Paints- professional artist quality paint is preferred (Leslie uses Winsor & 
Newton and Daniel Smith) 
 
Only 4 colours will be used: 

 Permanent Alizarin Crimson OR Cadmium Red 

 Aureolin OR Cadmium Yellow 

 Prussian Blue OR Indathrone Blue (Daniel Smith brand) 

 Burnt Siena 
 
Brushes- Please bring what you have and use. 
Leslie uses a round brush (#6 or #8) with a good point and an old brush to mix paint. 
 

Paper 
2 sheets of Arches 140 lb cold-press (14x20”). Please bring a board (18x24”) to attach the 
paper to and some clips/tape.

 Palette 

 Pencil and kneaded eraser 

 Paper towels or tissues 

 water container 

 Masking fluid (Winsor & Newton is best)   

 Spray bottle  

 Old cloth or sponge  

 Apron/smock  

 3 small containers to mix paint in (Leslie uses the small Gladware containers with lids)
