• 2 rags and full apron or work shirt

o 3 full sheets of Canson pastel paper or something equivalent in 3  
different colours  (if you  already own a pad of this type of paper then 
use it) and  1 full sheet of 140 lb. watercolour paper (if you already have a pad 
then use it) 

• pastels: PLEASE bring soft pastels NOT oil pastels 
o A set of at least 12 that includes deep intense colours.  

• a toonie (you’ll find out what this is for Friday night) 
• table or standing easel if you like to use one. Nancy will  have a couple on hand.
